Recording a Digital Movie

You will need: 

· Digital video camera

· A charged battery or the power cord

· A mini digital video cassette (such as a JVC miniDV 60 minute cassette)

To begin:

1. If using the power cord, plug it in to the slot labeled DC on the front right panel of the camera.

2. Select TAPE on the dial above the Power light indicator.

3. Insert the cassette tape by sliding the open/eject button and pushing open plastic cover (the metal “jaws” will open by themselves).

4. Click the metal “jaws” together but do not push them into the camera.  They will retract automatically.

5. Close the plastic cover.

6. Turn the selection dial on the back of the camera from the OFF position to the CAMERA position. 

7. To use the LCD screen, press the open button on the left side of the camera and pull out the screen.

8. Remove the lens cap.  ( 

9. Press the silver button to start recording. Press it again to pause.

Using Microsoft Movie Maker

Importing a Video

When finished recording:

1. Turn camera to the OFF position

2. Use the firewire cable (thick, round cable) to connect the camera to the computer

a. Plug small end of cable into DV slot under the dark gray plastic cover on the front of the camera

b. Plug large end of cable into either of the bottom-most ports on the back of the computer tower.

3. Log into the computer.  

4. Turn camera on (selection dial to Camera)

5. On the desktop, go to Programs -> Accessories -> Windows Movie Maker
6. Click on Capture Video in the Movie Tasks menu.  Choose Capture from Video Device.
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7. The “Video Capture Wizard” window will pop up.  Enter a title and a place to save your video file.  Click Next.
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8. Choose the default settings by clicking Next.
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9. Click on the Start Capture button.  You will see the footage in a preview window.  The capturing process happens in real time, so it may take a while.

10. When you reach the end of the video you wish to capture, click on the Stop Capture button, and then click Finish.

11. Choose Import Video under Capture Video in the Movie Tasks menu.

12. The “Import File” window will pop up.  Find your file, select it, and click the Import button.  
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13. You should now see your video in the Movie Maker preview window.

14. You can now unhook the camera from the computer.  (Remember to remove your tape and turn off the camera.)  

15. Drag the movie clip from under Collection: and drop it into the storyboard at the bottom of the screen.
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Editing Your Movie

Splitting one video into separate clips

Your video will appear as one clip on the storyboard.  To add transitions or effects within the video, pause the playback at the desired point.  On the toolbar menu, choose Clip -> Split.  You can now add a transition between the clips or add an effect to one of the clips.  Repeat as much as needed. 
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Adding video effects

Choose View video effects under Edit Movie in the Movie Tasks menu.  Choose an effect from the list, then drag and drop it onto a video clip in the storyboard.  

Adding transitions

Choose View video transitions under Edit Movie in the Movie Tasks menu.  Choose a transition, then drag and drop it between two video clips on the storyboard.
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Adding titles or credits

Choose Make titles or credits under Edit Movie in the Movie Tasks menu.  Select the type of title or credit, enter the desired text, and click Done, add title to movie (you may have to scroll down to see the Done button.)

Adding audio

1. Switch to timeline view (in the tool bar right above the storyboard). 
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2. Drag an audio file (from locker, desktop, etc.) into the audio/music bar (under the Video bar in the timeline).  
Burning to a DVD

1. Insert a blank DVD into the DVD drive.

2. Click on Finish Movie in the Movie Tasks menu. 

3. Choose Save to CD.
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4. You will be asked to rename the file (this is to keep original video clip separate from the edited version).  Enter titles for both the movie and the DVD.
